MUSIC PROJECT GRANTS

What are they for?

Music Projects Grants assist non-profit Organisations to undertake music projects in Dundee’s Caird Hall or a Leisure and Culture Dundee facility.

Who can apply?

Independent, constituted, non-profit Organisations

Our Assessment Criteria

Organisations should show in the Music Projects Grants Application on pages 3 and 4:
Costs relating to performances and education and outreach work, normally including artist fees, expenses, licenses, marketing & publicity, tutor fees, venue costs, technical and administrative costs.
· how the project will increase public access to musical opportunities in Dundee; include a copy of your audience development plan.
· the extent to which the project complements, or adds to, already existing provision;
· the impact of Council support on the viability of the project;
· evidence of the ability to deliver the project, with sound organisational and financial management.

What costs are eligible?

Eligible costs are project specific materials, professional fees, marketing and publicity, and hire of project specific equipment, tutor fees, venue costs, technical and administrative costs. Grants will not exceed £500 or 50% of eligible costs, whichever is the lesser.  Music Projects Grants are limited to one per Organisation per year.

How to apply?

Complete the Music Projects Grants Application on pages 3 and 4, sign and return the e-mail address stated on the application form and we will write advising you of the outcome of your application within four weeks from the date of return.  

At the end of your project, you are required to complete a report after which we will issue the award.  

Applications received after a project has commenced cannot be considered.

Conditions of grant

Support is to be acknowledged graphically, and in wording, in the format stipulated by Leisure & Culture Dundee and described in the Letter of Offer.  Other general and specific conditions may be detailed in the Letter of Offer.
